Cllr Dadd reported that:
· Coronavirus: rate of infection is dropping; we were urged to support the message that villagers should not be afraid to go to hospital and should try to get back to some normality as far as the NHS is concerned eg keep breast screening appointments
· The financial outlook is grim even with additional money; NYCC will continue to fund frontline services and are not looking at bankruptcy

· Number of deaths in NYCC care homes: Cllr Dadd was unable to give exact figures but confirmed that the number of deaths overall in NYorks are below average.

	To Receive Information on the Following Ongoing Issues and Decide Further Action Where Necessary

a. Additional dog waste bin: a bin has been ordered and will be fitted by Cllr Smith next to the two green bins.
b. Condition of footpaths and stiles: a resident has approached the Chair to inform her of a few issues that need attention. The Chair has requested exact details.
c. Overhanging trees near A19 bridge: Highways had confirmed that these trees are likely to be the responsibility of Highways England. Cllr Smith will arrange a site visit with their representative to discuss and any work is likely to take place in the Autumn.  Cllr Peckitt mentioned the condition of the trees on the A19 slip road too.
d. Water Leak at Moor View: two leaks have been repaired by Yorkshire Water.  There is now a further leak that needs attention.
e. Accessibility of Websites: the guidance to be implemented by 23 Sep 2020 was noted. It was agreed that the Council would need specialist help and should draw on the experiences of other councils. 
f. Dog and Gun: Cllrs are not aware of any progress with the temporary licensing application and noted that the pub is now open again; the placing of road cones to help with parking was discussed and Cllr Smith agreed to follow this up with the Dog and Gun and advise that guidance should be obtained from HDC or the police re the use of road cones and if appropriate to discuss sourcing road cones.
	Clerk: report third leak on moor Road to Yorkshire Water
Clerk: to find out how other councils are meeting the accessibility of websites guidance

Cllr Smith: follow up the issue of road cones with the Dog and Gun.

	To Consider Correspondence Received and Decide Action Where Necessary
a.  AJ1 Project Road Safety Fund:  the opportunity to apply for this fund was considered.  Measures to reduce speeding in the village such as speed limit lights, speed bumps have all been discussed in the past and the solution offered by the Police was that residents park on both sides of the road to create a chicane and slow traffic. Cllrs also discussed a possible zebra crossing near the cut and Knayton Primary Academy. It was resolved that the Council would not apply to the Road Safety Fund.
b. Grass Cutting, Swan Lane: a resident who has taken responsibility for cutting this triangle of grass has given notice that she is no longer able to do this. The Chair and Cllr Smith have asked Thirsk Garden Maintenance to include this in their regular grass cutting schedule and they have agreed.
c. LGA consultation on model code of conduct: noted.  Cllrs will review the existing code of conduct when the revised code is available.
