	To Receive any Reports from Cllrs Dadd and Robinson

Cllr Dadd (NYCC) reported: NYCC facing significant financial challenges as a result of pandemic – cost estimated at £50-70m. Cases are rising locally; all care homes in NYCC advised to stop/limit visitors to protect the most vulnerable.  Sewage drain/pump failure in Finkle Street, Thirsk being attended to.

Questions for Cllr Dadd: when will white lines be completed and any progress with Woundales Bridge – Cllr Dadd will chase up both matters.

Cllr Robinson (HDC) reported:  £59,000 of improvements completed at two of Hambleton’s leisure centres; £3.7m plan to expand and upgrade Thirsk leisure centre; work on Thirsk crematorium expected to begin in November; David Shields appointed as business and economy tourism advisor; Mike Barningham is leader of the authority for the coming year; Andy Wake is the new vice chairman; Councillor Kevin Hardisty has handed over £575 to Herriot Hospice from his term in office; £30m commercial strategy paused; planning meetings will start again 15/10/2020 – public able to watch via ‘Teams’ but not take part.
Questions for Cllr Robinson: any update on transport café – no; why are they extending Thirsk leisure centre when money is short – HDC already have the money earmarked; concern expressed that ash trees in the village might be removed without planning permission – planning permission is required.
